Monthly Medal: Normally on the first Saturday/Sunday of each month, in two
divisions according to handicap. Open to: M,C,S,A,J - (see notes). Form of play
on Medal Day Competitions 2 & 3-balls only (no four-balls on the course). For
starting points see notes.

Monday Medal: Open to: M,C,S,A,F,J - (see notes).

Centenary Cup: Open to M,C,S,AF. Best 4 medal scores returned (April -
September) but excluding medal knock-out rounds.

The Challenge Cup: Summer competition, singles match play. Open to: M,C,S.
Full handicap difference.

The Bowen Trophies: Summer knock-out competition, four-ball match play.
Open to: M,C,S. 3/4 difference of handicap

Jubilee Cup : Summer knock-out competition. Singles match play. Open to A,F
only. Full handicap difference.

The Knock Out Medal: Open to M,A - (see notes). Full handicap.

Five-Day Knock Out Medal: Open to F only. Full handicap.

Associates/ Five-Day: 4-ball match play. 3/4 difference of handicap

Summer Eclectic Competitions: Held on Wednesday evenings, April to
September, a rotating series of 12 holes are played each evening. Stableford
played off Full Handicap, in two series with a break of one week in between.
Winners of the individual series compete in a play-off for the Tom Brown Trophy.
Open to: M,C,S,A,F,J - (see notes).

Winter Scratch Trophy: Winter knock-out match play competition played off
scratch.

1/2 difference of combined handicap.

Winter Tankards: Foursomes match play. Open to A.F. 1/2 difference of
combined handicap.

Paulian Jugs: Winter greensomes match play, played on the 4-ball side of the
course. Open to M,C,S. 3/8 of difference of combined handicap.

The Coxon-Sale Cup: Medal round on first Sunday in April for qualifiers in the
past year’s Monthly Medal competitions. Open to: M,C,S,A,J - (see notes). Full
handicap.

The Captain’s Prize: Type and form of competition decided by the reigning
Captain. Open to: M,C,S,A,F.

The Silver Bowl: Medal competition held in May. Open to: M,C,S,A,J — (see

Q’tes) with handicaps of 13 and over. Full handicap. /




Nunn Scratch Trophy: Played with the May Medal and awarded to the Q
gross score.

The President’s Plates : Foursomes Stableford. Open to: M,C,S,A.
1/2 combined handicap.

The Anderson Trophy: Stableford competition held on a Sunday in June. Open
to: M,C,S,A,J - (see notes). Full handicap.

Grandfathers Cup: Played concurrently with the June medal. Open to M,A;
must be a grandfather.

The Royds Cup: (Club Championship) 36-hole stroke play played off scratch.
Open to M,C,S,A,J - (see notes).

Scriven-Jeffries Trophy: 36-hole stroke play played off full handicap. Open to
M,C,S,A,J - (see notes).

The Sladen Salver: Stableford competition held on a Sunday, for players aged
55 and over. Open to: M,A. Full handicap.

The Hampden Bowl: Medal competition held on first Sunday in August. Open
to: M,C,S,A,J - (see notes). Full handicap.

The Turner Tassie: Bogey competition held on a Sunday in October. Open to:
M,C,S,A,J - (see notes). Full handicap.

The Silver Goblets: Foursomes medal competition held on a Sunday. Open to:
M,C,S,A. 1/2 combined handicap.

Edinburgh Stableford: A modified greensomes Stableford competition played
on the last Sunday in January.

Captain’s Day: Format to be decided by the Captain. Generally open to all adult
members.

Vaughan Vases: Family foursomes. Open to all members, pairs are members
of the same family, one must be an adult. 1/2 combined handicap. Ladies add
two strokes before applying 1/2 factor and use men’s card.

Turkey Trot: Stableford better-ball competition on a Saturday in November.
Open to all adult members, any combination. 3/4 handicap. Ladies use ladies’

@. All day.




Three Club Competition: A 15 hole Stableford competition played on New
Year’s Day from the yellow tees. Open to all adult members. 3/4 handicap.
Ladies use ladies’ card and play from red tees. Only two clubs and a putter may
be used.

Cross Country: A Stableford better-ball competition played on a modified
course. Open to all adult members, any combination. 3/4 handicap, ladies have
2 bisques.

Texas Scramble: Medal competition for teams of four. Open to all adult
members, any combination.

Daley Spring Cup: Singles knock-out competition for Juniors only, held in the
spring. Full handicap difference.

Daley Autumn Cup: Singles knock-out competition for Juniors only, held in the
autumn. Full handicap difference.

The Lady Beach Thomas Cup & Plate: Competition for Juniors only, held
during the Easter school holiday. Full handicap. Handicaps 18 and below play for
the Cup, over 18 for the Plate.

The Steer Cup & Plate: Competition for Juniors only, held late summer.
Full handicap. Handicaps 18 and below play for the Cup, over 18 for the Plate.
Judd Salver: A putting championship for Juniors only. The first round is stroke
play, then the qualifiers play succeeding rounds match play. Played on one
evening in the summer.

GENERAL NOTES ON COMPETITIONS

Tees : All men’s competitions are played from the White markers unless stated
otherwise, all ladies competitions (including ladies playing in mixed
competitions), from the Red.

Starting Points (Weekend Competitions): Unless otherwise stated on the
notice board, all 4 starting points may be used.

Starting Points (Monday Medal): Appropriate starting places to be used. Must
be played in 2 or 3-balls. No 4-balls allowed am.

Singles Stroke Play (Medal, Stableford and Bogey) Competitions: Whenever
possible competitors should play in 3-balls, 2-balls have no priority. 4-balls are

not permitted on weekend competition days.




Men’s and Mixed competitions: Played all day unless shown otherwise inh

fixture list.

Handicaps: A member without an official CONGU handicap must submit at least

3 Mid-Herts cards marked and signed by a member for allocation of a handicap.

To qualify for entry to a Club knock-out competition, a member must have

submitted 3 cards in Club singles stroke play (Medal, Stableford or Bogey)

‘qualifying’ competitions in the previous 18 months.

Entries: A player must register his intention to compete by entering his name

in the book provided and paying the entry fee before going out to play. Players

must return all cards, including “No Returns”, from qualifying competitions. A

player must play with a member who is also eligible for the same competition.

Ties in matchplay competition: Will be decided by extra holes played in

sequence from the 18t hole played in the match, with handicap strokes as

allocated as in the first 18 holes.

Ties in stroke play competition: Will be decided by card countback as

follows:-

18 hole competition to be decided on the last 9,6,3 or 1 hole(s)

36 hole competition to be decided on the last 18,9,6,3, or 1 hole(s)

If the result is still a tie, there will be joint winners of the prize money but the

trophy will be awarded on a countback, hole by hole, from the final hole.

Knock-Out competitions: In order not to hold up the overall competition, it is

the competitors’ joint responsibility to arrange matches to play these in good

time, and enter the result on the competition sheet before the stated deadline.

Failure to do this will result in disqualification.

Country members: May play in but may not win any club competitions

Junior Entries:

i) Junior members with a Club handicap of 18 or less may enter Monthly and
Weekday Medal Competitions; they may also play in the Eclectic.

i) A Junior member with an official Club handicap of 12 or less may enter other
specified Club competitions. Scorecards will be issued from the Professional’s
shop where full information regarding competitions will be available.

i) Junior members playing in Club competitions must play with, and have their
cards marked by, an adult member who is eligible for the competition and who
ideally is not a parent.

iv) Juniors playing in Club competitions will not pay an entry fee and may not win
monetary prizes (including shop credit and vouchers).

WEEKEND RULES

(1) Full lady members may play at any time on Saturdays. They may play
after 12.30 pm on Sundays during the summer months and after 12
noon on Sundays during the winter months.

(2 Juniors may play after 12 noon on Saturday and Sunday during the
winter months and after 12.30 pm on Saturday and Sunday during the
summer months. Those with a handicap of 12 or less may also play on
Saturday and Sunday mornings.

Associate members may play before 12 noon on Sundays on payment
of the appropriate green fee, provided they are playing with a member
who is entitled to play.

Five-day members may play at weekends on payment of the appropriate
green fee, provided they are playing with a member who is entitled to
play.

After 12.30 pm on Sunday, a Five-day member may play on payment of
the appropriate green fee without an eligible member and may also
introduce a guest at the appropriate green fee.

Summer is defined as the period starting from the date on which the
clocks change in March to that on which the clocks change in October.
The rest of the year is winter.

LADIES’ DAY (TUESDAY) RULES

The following rules apply to male members (including male Juniors) playing on
Tuesdays:

1.

Male members playing as 2-balls may play according to the starting
schedule after 12.30 pm.

Male members playing as 3 or 4-balls may play according to the starting
schedule after 1.30 pm in summer and after 1.00 pm in winter, except
that the 7th may be used, instead of the 6th, until 2.00 pm.

Tuesdays, when the course is closed for all or part of the afternoon, as
well as morning availability, are clearly shown in the events section of the
diary.

The Secretary, in consultation with the Ladies’ Captain, will publish any
arrangements that might be necessary for non-standard starting.

GENERAL REGULATIONS

Play from the White Tees is available to Gentlemen Members and their
guests at all times, otherwise the Yellow Tees are the ‘Tees of the Day’:
i) Official Competitions and Club Matches throughout the year.

i) Weekend and Bank Holiday play between 1 May and 31 October.
Outside of competitions, and in the best interests of golf enjoyment,
Gentlemen Members and Guests may, if so desired, play from Red tees
and Ladies may enjoy the challenge and play from Yellow tees.
Inter-club matches and other groups playing greensomes shall use the
4-ball side of the course.

A society playing on a Thursday afternoon will normally start from the 2-
ball start points even though playing 3- or 4-balls. Members’ 2-balls will
not have priority.

Members playing on a summer Wednesday afternoon should check at
the professional shop and start their round at the place which best
avoids delay to those members playing the Eclectic competition.
Mobile phones may be used in the car park but not in the clubhouse;
they may be used on the course only in the event of a medical
emergency.




( Single players may, if they wish, play one or two balls, but they mus&

delay the play of other players.

8. Priority on the course is determined by a groups pace of play. Faster
groups, irrespective of size, should be invited to pass slower groups.
The term group includes a single player.

9. Cars may only be driven to the practice ground for a lesson with the
professional
10. Golf shoes, holdalls and golf bags are not allowed in the lounge or

casual bar nor may they be left in the entrance hall or the lobby leading
to the changing rooms.

The Dress regulations are designed to ensure that all members, guests and
visitors are smart, clean and tidy in their appearance both on and off the Course
and we ask everyone to acquaint themselves with the current regulations
published in the Clubhouse.
